However, in the recent months she has failed to respond to move forward with the on-line reservations, answer phone calls, respond to e-mails from seasonal campers or County Officials and Ms. Stoner did not call in for a scheduled B.O.C Meeting to present an up-date of the Oscoda County Park. After several attempts to contact Ms. Stoner by phone, e-mails and Commissioner Bondar going to the Park and placing a note on the door, Ms. Stoner has failed to notify the Board of Commissioners and has neglected her responsibilities as the Oscoda County Park Administrator/Manager, therefore the B.O.C felt they had no other choice but to terminate her position.  The B.O.C also discussed the Park Records, Bank Accounts, which show a deposit has not been made at all for the month of March, Season Opening of Park, which is scheduled for April 15, 2021, Seasonal Employment and advertising.
