There is a lot of mis-information out there to how those funds can be used, which has caused some frustration; it has been recommended that the County hold off and on those spending those funds. Commissioner Bondar will be the primary person overseeing the Park for the next couple of weeks, Commissioner Marsh has other obligations.  Commissioner Varner thanked both Commissioner Bondar and Commissioner Marsh for their time and dedication to the County Park.

Commissioner Bondar, Ann Galbraith, County Clerk & Register of Deeds, and Brenda Moore, B.O.C Executive Secretary attended a MAC Summit Conference, in Gaylord, that addressed AR PA and Donna Lowe, Trail Court Administrator, attended one in Frankenmuth.  Commissioner Bondar stated that community involvement is important, other funding is expected and reporting will be required with strict narratives. It was highly recommended to hire a firm, the B.O.C agreed.  Commissioner Yoder and Commissioner Varner, as the finance committee, will reach out to the COVID-19 Consulting Services, recommended by MAC, and bring back a recommendation for the B.O.C to consider. 
Financial:
**The B.O.C approved a partial refund for the use of one of the kitchens, for an event held out at the Fairgrounds.  It was suggested to review the current contracts, double check the facility before the event is held and look at options to improve the cleaning of the facility, for example to add a cleaning fee and/or waive a cleaning fee if the event leader would clean themselves.
